On both sides of the sign, you can
see what the architects did to remember Building 25 – all the randomly arranged colored tiles similar to the ones on
many of the older IBM buildings built in the 50’s and 60’s. Hitachi still uses these older IBM buildings. Only the newer
buildings were torn down, the ones without any tiles.
